Loas. They tied a white string onto your wrist and said a blessing. Most of the blessings were for good
health and safe travel. | was one of the only ones to leave the strings on for the entire trip and | found that
at the boarder crossings security knew what they were and always gave me a big smile and passed me on
through security with out any issues. | was never sure what was waiting for me on the other side of security
and free pass to the bus we had waiting for us or a firing line. The land is beautiful beyond words. | can un-
derstand it when Viet nam vets talk about the jungles and the issues they had traveling through them. There
is nothing in the USA like it. Beaches were great. They are just sand with very few sea shells, making it eas
to walk on. | asked our translators many questions and was a little amazed by their answers. As they say
there i s always two sides to every story and in
go with us you missed out on a wonderful trip. | would do it again in a heart beat. Deb
