This year's opening ceremonies at the Command
and General Staff College were marked with a
special gift - retired Col. Roger Donlon presented
his alma mater with his Medal of Honor.

"We are in fact very honored to have a living

Medal of Honor recipient residing here," said Lt. Gen. William
B. Caldwell IV, commandant of the CGSC.

Caldwell said the award presentation is not only a gift for the
CGSC, but also serves to enliven its students - 85 percent
of whom had served in recent combat.

"It is our hope that it will serve to renew your commitment to
the warrior spirit," he said. "When you see it, remember
(Master Sgt. Gabriel "Pop" Alamo) and the men of Special
Forces Team A -726 who selflessly gave the ultimate sacrifice
in the jungles of Vietnam that fateful day in July some 44

years ago."

Donlon was presented the Medal of Honor for actions stem-
ming from a July 6, 1964 attack near Nam Dong, Vietnam.
