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Annual Haunted Fort Leavenworth Walking Tour                                                
will be held on 23-24 and 30-31 October. 

Tours begin from Zais Park and visit nearly a dozen of the most haunted 

locations on historic Fort Leavenworth, including the Rookery which was 

built in 1834 and the oldest inhabited structure in the state of Kansas. 

(In)Famous ghosts include the Lady in White, the Lady in Black, Gen 

George Custer, and the Face in the Fireplace. The tour also visits the 

Old Disciplinary Barracks, which has literally dozens of stories of 

unexplained and downright creepy occurrences over its more than century 

of use. 

Each night the tour begins at 7 PM, except on Halloween, when it will 

start at 8 PM to accommodate trick-or-treating on post (6-8 PM). The 

tour lasts approx 2 1/2 hours and covers nearly 2 miles (at a relaxed 

pace with frequent stops). 

Tickets are $10 each and all proceeds benefit the Frontier Army Museum 

here on post. Last year nearly $20k was raised for the museum to buy 

artifacts and new displays. The Museum is free to the public, and all 

funding comes through donations. Tickets for the tour are on sale now 

at the Frontier Army Museum (on Reynolds Ave behind the Gruber Gym) and 

at "Picket Fences and Petals" on 4th Street in Leavenworth. This even 

has sold out the last three years and tickets are already being snatched 

up, get your tickets now.
